GLIDERS AND WEDGIES 
When Bruce McDowell was 
over from the land of the long 
white cloud recently (NZ), he 
mentioned that when gliding at 
Radium Hill in 1957, they 
would watch for wedge tailed 
eagles circling in a thermal and 
head into that air space to get 
extra height in the uplift. The 
wedge tails didn’t like intruders 

in their air space and would 
attack the glider. Real vicious 
blighters. 
 
RADIUM HILL AIRPORT 
The three landing strips are now 
rutted and over-grown with 
saltbush and bindii, definitely 
not safe to land a plane on. 
After the mine closed in 1961, 
the last commercial flight, 
Feb.1, 1962, was flown by 
Captain Probyn of Airlines of 
South Australia who had also 
flown the first flight in on 
February 9, 1954. 
During its heydays, 5,000 
passengers and 129,000 
pounds of freight were 
carried to or from the town 
by the airline.  
Other planes, including those of 
the RAAF which brought in 
VIP’s and private planes 
including those of Keith and 
Graham Treloar plus the Aero 
clubs, used the strips. It 
certainly kept Alec Pengilly and 
Margot Valenti busy in the 
flight centre booking office 
(Pengilly’s garage). 
 
Remember the aerial gymkhana 
held in the late 1950’s when 
Max Franklin went boring 
around on the strips in his car 
chased by the flying Treloars 
(Keith & Graham) in their Moth 
Minor low wing monoplane? 
They tried to bomb him with 
paper bag flour ‘bombs’. The 
flour ‘bombs’ floated too much 
and burst in a plume of white 
well behind the speeding Max. 
The boys added some sand to 
the flour bombs. It did the trick. 
The bombs now descended at 
an incredible speed, scoring a 
direct hit on the speeding car 
with the ‘bomb’ blasting 
straight through the windscreen. 
Poor ‘floured’ Max  looked as 
if he had seen a ghost when he 
stepped out of his newly 
decorated red and ‘white’ 47, 
Ford V8, back at the terminal.  
Couldn’t do it today.

History Trust we were able to 
create four new panels of 
interpretive photos which we 
had made up to depict the 
opening of the Radium Hill 
project in 1954. Most of these 
photos were contained in an 
album presented to Terry 
Rodgers when he left Radium 
Hill in 1961 and were quite 
historical. The family donated 
them to the museum. Thank 
you. 
 
EASTER 2009 
Folk started arriving early on 
Tuesday to prepare the camp 
area for the Easter festivities. 
Fri.10th The Ford family 
installed their two house name 
plaques. Kym was 50 that day 
and had been born in Radium 
Hill. I fixed the Terry and Betty 
Rodgers memorial plaque onto 
the base and it looked OK. 
Ron Tame and his brother 
Graham set up the 4 metre 
square screen, surround sound 
and projector system for 
showing the movie, ‘Mama 
Mia’ 
After tea it was on with the 
show.  
Quite a crowd turned up and the 
‘littlies’ had gathered down the 
front. It presented an unusual 
spectacle with the camp fire on 
one side, the moon above the 
screen and the camp light on 
it’s pole appearing as if it were 
another moon.  
 
Sat.11th. We went with the 
Rodgers families to install their 
house name plaque, and then on 
to install the Tattersall house 
name plaque. The cemetery was 
next for the interments taking 
place at 12 noon. The Rodgers 
boys, Terry, Barry and Ged 
unveiled Terry and Betty 
Rodgers plaque.  
Reta Peryman’s stone and 
plaque was unveiled by her 
sons Les and Colin. It was 



placed between Bill Averay’s 
and their brother Jeff’s . 
A quick lunch and it was off to 
Winkler’s, Premier copper mine 
and then the Luxemburgs 
A few picked up some nice 
azurite specimens, pyrite, 
copper, chalcopyrite and lead. 
We also had a look at ‘Watty’ 
McDonalds grave. I told the 
story told of how ‘Watty’ rose 
from his grave during a heavy 
rain storm. Hope to put a plaque 
on it, say at next Easter. 
A quick tea back at the camp 
and it was on with the show.  
 
Concert The swept asphalt 
‘stage’ had a ‘circle’ and center 
cross marked out on it with 
‘White Wings’, self raising 
flour  so that the performers 
wouldn’t get lost after being 
blinded by the glare from the 
two thousand watt stage 
spotlights erected by Ron 
Tame. It really looked the 
goods and very suited for taking 
night film and photos of the 
entertainers strutting their stuff. 
 

Under the light of the full moon 
and the flickering glow of the 
campfire, June Kakoschke (nee 
Thomson) broke into the glare 
of the spotlights, dressed as I 
don’t know what, sang and 
acted the part of an old spinster 
to the tune of ‘Are you 
lonesome tonight’. Yes, I 
reckon she would have been. 
What a laugh we had at her 
antics, a huge safety pin 
holding up her knickers, holey 
black stockings, floppy hat and 
words to match.

The pace livened up with the 
excitingly dressed Pam Barratt 
(n Morrison) stepping out to the 
tune of ‘La Bomba’. With 
maraca’s swishing she certainly 
can do the rhumba. Terrific 
Pam. 
A 1920’s sequined costume and 
headgear to match was Lois 
Harvie’s outfit as she hit the tap 

board to the tune of ‘Piano 
Man’. Just great Lois. 
That old favourite ‘Sisters’ was 
the theme tune for sisters June 
and Irene Thomson to sing and 
strut their stuff. Their costumes, 
superb timing and great 
choreography were a delight to 
watch. A real professional 
performance. 
Stewart Underwood then gave 
us a medley of Country and 
Western songs including some 
John Denver favourites. Very 
good. 
‘Castle on a cloud’ from the 
musical, ‘Les Miserables’ sung 
by our diva June and little 
‘Cozette’ dressed in white 
bonnet, white apron and black 
dress was acted by Lucy Keam 
sweeping the ‘floor’. It proved 
to be a delightful act. Well done 
girls. 
A very nostalgic ‘Love Letters’ 
was then performed by ‘Diva 
June’. She explained that she 
had sung it recently near Port 
Lincoln to Stan Reynolds who 
wasn’t traveling too well.  
 (PS. By special request June 
later sang it at his funeral in 
Pt. Lincoln). 
 
A change of pace saw a 
costumed nun appear, (Sister 
Betty Smith) escorted by her 
five novices, ‘The Susuki 
Girls’. They belted out the 
powerful song ‘I Will Follow 
Him’, (her) and so they did. It 
certainly got the crowd going. 
Just great girls.  
The logs on the campfire were 
stoked up and a bit of 
Australianna followed.

Sun.12th. The kids had Easter 
eggs running out of their ears 
that morning and didn’t want 
any breakfast after hunting 
down the eggs.

In the meantime Colin and Les 
Peryman, and Tony Averay had 
checked the wicket, for the 
game of cricket. The old pitch 
was as good as the day that it 
was laid back in 1954. A 
regular cricket ball was judged 
to be too dangerous. A furry 
tennis ball was to be used 
instead. However it was 
deemed to be unsuitable as the 
bindii stuck into the tennis ball 
when hit along the ground. 
There is nothing worse than 
getting a handful of bindii’s 
when picking up the ball. A 
furless beach cricket ball was 
used instead. Teams were 
selected to represent the ‘Poms’ 
and the ‘Aussies’ to play for the 
inaugural ‘Radium Hill Ashes’. 
The umpires were Tony Averay 
and Colin Peryman and the 
scorer, Les Peryman who also 
acted as the third umpire in 
case of disputes. The final 
scores were, ‘Aussies’ 122 and 
the ‘Poms’ 27. Young Jaymie 
Gobbett was declared man of 
the match. The ‘Radium Hill 
Ashes’ perpetual trophy was 
presented to the Aussies amid 
much jubilation and cheering 
from the crowd which had 
gathered to witness the historic 
match. 
Because it was played with 
such national pride and 
intensity, many of the senior 
players needed more than just a 
rub down afterwards. All 
agreed that it looks much easier 
to play when watching it on 
TV. 
 After a recovery session in the 
‘players lounge’ and a light 

lunch it was all aboard for the 
tag-a-long to the Maldorkys.  
 
We passed numerous mobs of 
wild goats, roos and emus. 
Some of the billy goats had 
huge horns. Maldigo lake was 
full of water and bird life. 
It was then on to the base of the 
range and a climb towards the 
huge leaning rock pillar. The 
weather was a little warm and 
the climb too rough. We 
decided that it was a hill too 
far away under the 
circumstances. As we rested 
and took in the rugged scenery, 
a couple of black billy goats 
could be seen, way out on the 
plain. I explained to the group 
that if you made a call similar 
to that of a female goat then the 
billies would come towards 
you. 
 

‘Are you dinkum’ , questioned 
a couple of the girls with a 
funny look on their faces. I put 
out the call and sure enough 
those two horny black billies 
changed direction and started 
heading straight for us.

Father 
Sheil and helpers certainly 
knew how to make hard bricks, 
mortar and plaster for the walls. 
It was as ‘hard as the hobs of 
hell’  to drill when fixing the 
steel roof beams, but we did it.

OCTOBER HOLIDAY W/E 
 
WEDGIES AGAIN 
Looking out from our BBQ 
shelter at Radium Hill on 
Monday, 28th. Sept, I was 
witness to two wedge-tail 
eagles attacking an old man 
emu and three chicks. One of 
the eagles kept pestering the old 
boy racing across the saltbush 
and bindii. The other circled the 
chicks waiting for an opportune 
moment to strike at a chick. 
Jumping into my cruiser, I took 
off after them but was unable to 
witness the probable demise of 
a chick as rocks, saltbush and a 
small hill blocked my passage. 
Four weeks earlier there were 
thirty emu chicks in the area 
with their ‘old man’. 
The eagles nest on top of the 
concrete 2,000,000 gallon tank 
rim contained two chicks. On 
the ground around the bottom 
of the tank we counted twenty 

six rabbit carcasses and the 
remains of an emu chick.  
We have also accounted for 
nineteen bird eating wild cats 
as part of our ‘save the bush 
birds’ campaign. 
At Teasdale’s dam, we came 
across the fresh carcass of a 
dead cormorant (shag). A 
postmortem revealed four 
yabbies in its gullet. When they 
catch a yabby, they shake the 
living daylights out of it and the 
large claws fly off. They then 
swallow the body. Maybe this 
cormorant didn’t shake hard 
enough and a yabby latched 
onto his throat and choked him 
to death?  
On the Sunday we went out to 
my father’s old kyanite mine 
and found a few sapphires for 
the girls. Broke a few sledge 
hammer handles in the process. 
 
FINDERS KEEPERS 
Was he lucky? Franz Tomasin 
was walking around the town, 
when, lo and behold, he picked 
up an old 1908 halfpenny.  
He cleaned it up and took it in 
to a coin dealer here in 
Adelaide and was offered 
eighty eight ($88) dollars for 
it. The kids may even find a 
1930 penny at Easter 2010?  
Think positively: today’s 
curse could be tomorrow’s 
blessing.
